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About the Umegasaki Junior High School Peace Declaration Drafting:

To create the Umegasaki JHS Peace Declaration, every student first writes their
own personal Peace Declaration. These “My Peace Declarations” are then read
by the Drafting Committee, made of four 3rd year students from the Peace Studies
Executive Committee. They pick out commonly used words and phrases, as well
as words and phrases with strong wishes and feelings. Then, following the school
precepts of independence, co-operation, and creativity, they summarize these
selected words and phrases to complete the Peace Declaration.

As people with kind hearts, we must think from many different viewpoints to
connect with each other and create a world where anyone and everyone can live
in peace.
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
